Scrip Tutorial 3

Scrip3.mdb & ScripDB.mdb

Purpose:

The purpose of this assignment is to create the Order Entry form for the entering scrip transactions.  You will also have to make a form for creating a new account.  

1) First of all, you need to Relink the tables.  
Because the tables in the samples are linked on my hard drive, you will need to tell Scrip3.mdb where the tables in ScripDB.mdb are in the file system.  You DO NOT want to use the Get External Information method that you used in the first tutorial.  Do the following:
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a) On the Menu Bar, choose Tools>Database Utilities>Linked Table Manager
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b) Click Select All and check the Always Prompt for New Location.  Click OK.
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c) Find ScripDB.mdb in the file system and click OK
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It should you that the tables have been relinked.

2) Open the Main Menu form.  Change the version number on the Main Menu TO "version 3.0".   
Save and close the form.

Instructions: 

1) Creating the Accounts Form

a) From the Database Window, create a New Form.  Base the form on the tblAccounts table
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b) Add the StudentID, ProgramID and AccountNumber fields to the form

c) Change the StudentID control and the ProgramID control to Combo Boxes as you did in the Scrip2 assignment.  They should have the following properties”

i) StudentID:

(1) Row Source: SELECT tblStudents.StudentID, [LastName] & ", " & [Firstname] AS FullName FROM tblStudents;
It should look like this is the Query Builder

(2) Column Count: 2

(3) Column Widths 0”,1”

ii) ProgramID

(1) RowSource: SELECT tblPrograms.ProgramID, tblPrograms.ProgramName FROM tblPrograms;

(2) Column Count: 2

(3) Column Widths 0”,1”

d) Add a label to the form: “Add/Edit Accounts”.  Make the font 14pt Bold and center it in the form.

e) Add a close button.  Name the button cmdClose and make the button text Red.

f) Name the form mntAccounts.  It should look like the following:
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g) Test the form by creating an Account for Roger Carlson in the band with the number 111111. (If you have close the form, you can find it in the Maintenance section.)

h) Try to create another account in the band for Roger Carlson.  

2) Creating the OrderDetail Subform

a) Use the Form Wizard to create a New form based on the tblOrderDetails table.  

i) Add all the fields

ii) Choose Tabular

iii) Choose Standard Style

iv) Give the form the title sfrmOrderDetails

b) Modify the Record Source of the form so that it is based on the following query:

SELECT tblOrderDetails.OrderId, tblOrderDetails.DenomID, tblOrderDetails.Quantity, tblDenominations.Denomination, tblDenominations.VendorID, tblVendors.VendorName, tblVendors.Discount FROM tblVendors INNER JOIN (tblDenominations INNER JOIN tblOrderDetails ON tblDenominations.DenomID = tblOrderDetails.DenomID) ON tblVendors.VendorID = tblDenominations.VendorID ORDER BY tblVendors.VendorName;

It should look as follows:
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c) Change the OrderID control to a combo box with the following properties

i) Row Source: SELECT tblDenominations.DenomID, tblVendors.VendorName, tblDenominations.Denomination FROM tblVendors INNER JOIN tblDenominations ON tblVendors.VendorID = tblDenominations.VendorID ORDER BY tblVendors.VendorName;  (Note: sort the query by vendor name)
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ii) Change the Control Source to DenomID

iii) Change the Name to “Vendor”

iv) Column Count: 3

v) Column Widths: 0”; 1”;0.5”

vi) Change the LABEL (in the form header) to say Vendor

d) Change the DenomID control into a combo box with the following properties:

i) Row Source: SELECT tblDenominations.DenomID, tblDenominations.Denomination FROM tblDenominations 
It will look like this:
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ii) Column Count: 2

iii) Column Widths: 0”, 1”

iv) Input Mask: \$000

v) Change the LOCKED property to YES.  Change the ENABLED property to NO.  Change the BACK COLOR property to gray (12632256) to match the background.

vi) Change the LABEL (in the form header) to say Denominations

e) Create two new text boxes and delete the labels that are automatically created.  Position them next to Quantity.  Name them “ScripAmount” and “AmountEarned”.  Create labels in the form header that say the same (but with spaces). Change the BACK COLOR property to gray (12632256). Change the Format property to Currency and the Input Mask to \$000 for both controls

f) In the Control Source of ScripAmount, type the following:
=[quantity]*[denomination]

g) In the Control Source of AmountEarned, type the following:
=[Quantity]*[denomination]*[Discount]

h) Size and format the form as follows:
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i) Test the form by selecting a Vendor and a Denomination and entering a Quantity.  It should calculate the values.  NOTE: you will not be able to save the record at this time so don’t worry about it. 
3) Creating the Order Form
a) Use the Form Wizard to create a New form based on the tblOrders table.  

i) Add all the fields

ii) Choose Columnar

iii) Choose Standard Style

iv) Give the form the title frmOrders

b) Modify the record source of the form so that it is a query as follows:
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c) DELETE the OrderID control from the Form

d) From the field list, drag StudentNum, LastName, and FirstName onto the form.  (Note: the field list is a button on the toolbar.  It allows you to see what fields are available in the underlying recordset.  After you do part (b), the additional fields will be available to drag onto your form.)

e) In the properties of each of these controls, change the LOCKED PROPERTY to YES.  Also change the BACK COLOR property to gray (12632256) to match the background.

f) Change the AccountID control to a combo box with the following properties:

i) RowSource: SELECT tblAccounts.AccountID, tblAccounts.AccountNumber, tblPrograms.ProgramName FROM tblPrograms INNER JOIN tblAccounts ON tblPrograms.ProgramID = tblAccounts.ProgramID ORDER BY tblAccounts.AccountNumber;
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ii) Column Count: 3

iii) Column Widths: 0”, 1”, 1”

iv) List Width: 2”

g) Enlarge the form Detail section by dragging the top of the Form Footer bar down.

h) Click the Database Window button (or push F11) so the Database Window is on top of the form.

i) Click on the Forms tab and drag the form: sfrmOrderDetails onto the Detail Section of frmOrders.

j) Size and format the form as follows:
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k) Click the Properties Button on the tool bar, then click on the Ruler Bar of the Subform.  The properties box should look like this:
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It is VERY important that the properties: Link Child Fields and Link Master Fields are showing.  If they are not, click on the main form, then click on the subform ruler bar again.

l) Click the Builder Button at the end of the Link Child Field property.

m) A form will appear as follows:
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OrderID should appear in both boxes.  Click OK.  

n) Both the Link Child Fields and Link Master Fields properties should be filled with OrderID.
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o) Save and open the form.  Test the form:

i)  Choose Account 111111 in the combo box.  The name and student number should appear in the grayed out boxes.  

ii) Add a date

iii) Click the Vendor box and choose Meijer | 10.  You should get $10 in the Denomination box.

iv) Enter a Quantity.  It should calculate the values.  Now you should be able to move to the next record and select a different vendor and a different demonination.

p) Last thing:  Add a Close button.  Use the same name and properties as you did on the Account form.

q) The completed Orders Form should look like this:
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
