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System Overview and Requriments.

The Repair Compact application is designed to:

· Centralize the Repair Compact Procedures.

· Automate the Repair Compact Procedures

· Setup run of the Repair Compact Procedures in business convenient time after hours.

· Track the procedures run result.

· General security provided by screensaver with message “Do not shut down this machine” must be enabled.

The following knowledge is required by users in order to operate the examiners’ database (ED):

· User shall be familiar with Windows NT 4.0 and/or Windows 2000 environments.

· User shall be familiar with Microsoft (MS) Access 97.

· User shall be familiar with the Repair Compact Procedures for MS Access 97.

Hardware requirement.

· Printer – local or on the LAN.

LAN requirement.

· Application must reside on the workstation with full access to the LAN (read, write to a file, delete a file, and create a file)

· Workstation must run after normal business hours.

· General control required for workstation continuing to run after hours

Software requirements.

· PC shall be Y2K compatible.

· MS Access 97 shall be installed or supervisor shall request run-time MS Access installation from Information Systems Division (ISD).

· Operational system shall be Windows NT 4.0 or Windows 2000.
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PROGRAM STARTUP

Starting the program:

· Use only screensavers offered by Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 or Windows 2000 package.

· Use only backgrounds offered by Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 or Windows 2000 package.

· Use only shapes for mouse pointer offered by Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 or Windows 2000 package.

· For maximum speed of program, increase available PC memory by closing all non-critical applications.

· On the initial taskbar click on icon “RpComp”.
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The application will start and the main menu will appear.
